Failure Analysis (FA) is a systematic and scientific method to find the root cause of
any failure, and to recommend a corrective action to prevent the same failure from
happening again. The unavoidable failures can occur either at the design stage or in
production, or during application. FA is the most effective and direct way to improve
. the quality and reliability of any products.

This course will help the students learn what is FA, why to study FA and how to
learn FA. The complete FA process and the final FA report will be described with the
assistance of the specific case. There are questions after each chapter for the students
to self-test their understanding of the subject. As part of the course, some
experimental equipment/techniques will also be introduced.
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
